G. Lafley, the CEO of Procter and Gamble has brought a lot of creativity and rigor to P&G's innovation process.
During the past 2 years, P&G has raised its new-product hit rate (the percentage of new entries that deliver a return
above the cost of capital) from 70% to 90%. That's terrific in an industry where half of new products fail within 12
months, according to market research firm Information Resources. ‘In the 18 years that I've followed Procter,' says
Deutsche Bank analyst Andrew Shore, 'l have never seen the company this good'.

Organic growth - meaning growth from core businesses, excluding gains from acquisitions - is at the root of P&G's
transformation. According to Lafley, organic growth strengthens a company's ability to innovate.
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Coke, Kraft and Unilever are just a few of the giants that are struggling to innovate and build the brands they already
have. According to a recent Boston Consulting Group survey of senior executives, more than two-thirds say
innovation is a priority, but 57% are dissatisfied with the returns on their innovation investments.

Lafley has a model for innovating in a big company:

Jim Stengel, Procter's Chief Marketing Officer, has cut his reliance on focus groups the conventional method for
studying consumers. "You don't really learn anything insightful,' he says, contending that P&G and its rivals have
already met consumers' obvious needs and that today's opportunities lie in meeting needs that consumers may not
articulate. So he has urged the marketers to spend lots of time with consumers in their homes, watching the ways
they wear their clothes, clean their floors, and asking them about their habits and frustrations.

2

Procter and Gamble has 7,500 R&D people located in nine countries. In order to collect feedback over this vast area,
the company encourages employees (both scientists and to marketers) to post problems on an internal website.
Lafley evaluates the ideas that have been shared between employees. Each year he presents his findings in half-day
‘innovation reviews' for each business unit.

Lafley says that his goal is to get half of P&G's invention from external sources, up from 20% four years ago and
about 35% today. 'Inventors are evenly distributed in the population, and we're as likely to find invention in a garage
as in our labs,' he explains.

4

It’s not the P&G way to put out a product without test-marketing it. But consumer testing takes time - a luxury that
P&G executives increasingly don't have. Says Susan Arnold, P&G's beauty queen: 'We don't have time to cross all
the T's and dot all the I's. This business is trend-based and fashion-based. You have to be intuitive.' By cutting down
on test-marketing (but not, mind you, on science), P & G has reduced product launch time from laboratory to roll-
out from three years to eighteen months company-wide.

Lafley believes that P&G needs to market not just the product itself. but the consumer's experience of the product -
how it looks, smells and feels. Three years ago he added a head of design at P&G, a company veteran named
Claudia Kotchka, who reports directly to him. Her designers used to labour in anonymity on logos and packaging.
But they are now deeply involved in all aspects of product development. For Olay Regenerist, they helped with the
formulation and the fragrance too.

In an attempt to encourage growth, some companies offer fat bonuses for innovation or hire stars from outside.
Lafley hasn't done either of those things. He doesn't need to revamp pay schemes, he says, noting that managers who
fail to share ideas simply do not get promoted. He does motivate the rank and file by giving out modest rewards,
such as giving 50 stock options, for creative ideas and by celebrating innovators on P&G's internal website.

The law of demand Economics can often be very confusing. Econometric formulas and impressive charts are
sometimes impossible to understand. Thankfully though, some economic ideas are completely obvious. One of these
ideas is the law of demand. Economists are always disagreeing with each other, but the law of demand is the only
thing they all agree on. They all agree on it because it makes sense even to non-economists like you and me.
Demand is how much of the same good or service people would like to buy. The law of demand says that demand
for something falls as its price rises. Economists show this concept with the demand curve.

The reason why the law of demand works is quite obvious: the money we have is limited. If something becomes
more expensive, we will have less money available to spend on our other needs. If the product or service is not a
necessity, we will decide to buy less of it.

Most rules have exceptions, but economists agree that there are very few exceptions to the law of demand. It even
applies to basic necessities like water. When water becomes more expensive, people find ways to use less. When the
government put higher taxes on petrol, people try not to use their cars so often. The fall in demand might be very
small, but it is real.

So price has an effect on demand, but the strength of the effect varies. The strength of the price / demand
relationship is called price elasticity. Economists use a simple econometric formula to measure price elasticity for a
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certain product in a particular market. This helps governments and companies set prices at the correct level for a
particular time and plan price increases.

Don’t forget, though, that other things affect demand apart from price. For example, during a very cold winter,
demand for heating fuel like gas or coal will rise at any price. If the winter is unusually warm, then demand for fuel
will fall. Economists say that these situations cause a shift in the demand curve.

The demand curve can have the same shape because price still has the same effect on demand. However, something
else has caused a general increase in demand at all prices. A rise or fall in people’s incomes, fashion, climate and
many other things can influence demand in this way.

A United Nations committee on climate change has said we can control global warming. The panel, made up of
representatives from over 120 countries, believes we can limit the harm greenhouse gases do to the atmosphere. Its
report concluded the picture of Armageddon painted by many scientists will not happen if we use technology and
have the right strategies to protect the ozone layer. RajendraPachauri, chairman of the panel, told reporters in
Bangkok that the study was a “remarkable step forward”. The panel indicated that we can keep our Earth safe by
changing the way we use energy around the world. Most important is to introduce more fuel-efficient vehicles and
household goods. For this to happen, individuals need to change their lifestyles and spending patterns.

Report co-author Pete Smith said: “We can go a long way to addressing this problem at relatively low costs with a
range of options.” He calculated that it would cost less than three percent of world economic output by 2030. He
added: “We've got a big problem on our hands [but] this report provides governments with a way out." The “big
problem” is the damage rising temperatures are doing to the Earth. Increased floods, droughts, rising sea levels,
more violent and destructive storms and extinctions of species are just a few things threatening the life of our planet.
The report stressed the urgent need for introducing a wide variety of clean technologies. Harlan Watson, head of the
U.S. team, warned: “If we continue to do what we are doing, then we are in deep trouble.”

Most houses use energy - lots of it. We use energy for heating, lighting, for running our household appliances -
TV's, washing machines, fridges, and so on. In winter time, most houses use dozens of kilowatts of electricity every
day, or the equivalent in gas.
The house in the photo, on the other hand, uses virtually nothing: most of the energy that it uses comes straight from
the sun, the wind or the ground. This is an experimental house at the University of Nottingham, and it could be the
kind of house that most people are living in fifty years from now.
During the daytime, it is rarely necessary to turn on an electric light, even in rooms without windows. Sunlight, or
daylight, is "piped" through the house, into each room, through special high-reflection aluminium tubes. You can
see how well they reflect light, by looking at the reflections of the faces in the picture!
At night, of course, energy is necessary - but most of this comes from the sun or the wind. The house is fitted with
photovoltaic solar panels that generate electricity during the daytime, and a wind turbine power generator too;
electricity from these can be used directly, or else stored in batteries, and used when it is needed.
For heating, the house uses direct solar energy (sunshine heating water that circulates through a radiator system), or
geothermal energy. This takes low-level heat out of the ground, and uses a heat-pump to convert it into high-level
heat for use in radiators - the same principle as a refrigerator, but in reverse.
As for water, most daily needs are provided for by the house's own supply; rainwater is collected on the roof,
filtered, and used for all toilets, baths and showers.
If, one day, most people in developed countries live in houses like this one, most of today's pollution will have
disappeared, and global warming may be a problem of the past.
